}, Army Medical Sevvice, United States Army,
a member of Medfeal Compnny, 14th Infaniry Regiment,
25th Infantry Division, distinguished himself by conspica-
ous gallantry above and beyond the call of duly In action
againgt the enemy on 12 March 1952 near Sokso-ri, Korea.
Private Womuaolk was the only medical aid man atiached
to & night combat pairol when sudden contact with a
numerieally superfor enemy produced numerous casuai-
ties, Private Womaok went Immediately to thelr aid,

* although this necessitated expoging himself to a devas- *
tating hail of enemy flre, during which he was sexlously
wounded. Refnsing medical aid for himself, he continued
moving among his comrades to administer aid, While he
was alding one man, he was again struck by enemy
mortar five, thig thme suffering the logs of hig right arm.
Although he knew the consequences should immediate aid
not be adnunistered, he st1ll refused aid and ingisted that
all efforts be made for the benefit of others thal were
wounded. Although unable to perform the fask himself,
* he remained on the scene and directed others in first ald *

techniques, The lagt man to withdraw, he walked until
he collapsed from loss of blood and dled a few minutes
later while belng carried by his comrades, The extraor-
dinary herolsm, outstanding cournge, and unswerving
devetion to hiy dutles displayed by Private Womacek ve
fleet the utmost distinction on himsel and uphold the
esteamed traditlons of the United Siates Army.
