1..DISTINGUISHED UNIT CITATION.—As authorized by Dxecutxve Order
9396 (sec. I, WD Bul, 22, 1943), superseding Dxecutive Order 9075 (sec. III,
WD Bul. 11, 1042), citation of the following units in the general orders {ndi-
cated is confirmed in accordance with AR 220315 in the name of the President of
the United States as public evidence of deserved honor and distinction.

are cited for outstanding performance of duty and extraordinary herolsm in action
against the enemy in the vieinity of Tumyong-dong, Korea, during the period
138 June to 15 June 1952, On 13 June, the battalion was assigned the mission of
seizing and holding a commanding terrain feature held by a large, well-entrenched
enemy foree which, in the preceding 48 hours, had hurled back two attacking
friendly Dattalions with heayy casunlties, Striking gwiftly behind a concentrated
friendly artiilery barrage, the battalion moved up the slope, fought its way into
the enemy tremches, and, in a bitter hand-to-hand struggle, drove the defenclars_
from their positions. Acting quickly, the unit then consoldated its gaing, pre-
paring hasty fortifications and establishing a defensive perimeter, ‘With the
coming of darkness, an intense hosiile artillery bombardment was directed
against the battalion’s posttions; over 2,500 rounds exploded in the area in one
25-minute perfod, As the bombardment. continued, repeated waves of hostile
troops charged up the hill and hurled themselves againgt the frieudly defenses.
With unwavering detormination, the friendly infantrymen threw back the fanat-
feal, numerically. superior enemy, suecessfully held their positions, and main-
tained the battalion perimeter. Throughout the day of 14 June, the enemy
placed thonsands .of artillery rounds on the tactically Important crest. As eve-
ning approached, the barrage was inerensed in intensity and the personnel of the
battalion prepared to withstand a second hostile attack, Friendly mortar, artil-
lery, and automatic-weapons fire was dir ected with great accuracy on every con-
ceivable enemy asgembly point and by morning stunned groups of hostile troops
were observed moving northward, leaving the battered friendly force in posses-
sion of fte objective. In. {hig action, the battalion inflicted over 2,000 casualties
on the ememy, cmpphng the enemy's potential in the seetor, in.addition to cap-,
tming the important hei«ht. The 34 Batiaiion, 180, Injuniry Regiment, 4537&
Infantry Division, displayed such an extraordinary: degree of tenacity and cour-
age In necomplishing its lmzmdous mission as fo set it apalt from and above
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other units partleipating in similar actions. The fortitude, aggressiveness, and
exceptional fighting spirit exhibited by the members of this battallon reflect great
credit on themselves and are in keeping with the esteemed traditions of the
military service.

- II..MERITORIOUS UNIT COMMENDATION ~By direction of the Seeretary
of the Army, under AR 220-815, the Merltorlous Unit Commendation 1 avarded
to the following units of the United States Army and the Republic of Korea
Army for exceptionally meritorious conduct in the performance of outstanding
service during the periods indicated, The citations read as follows: ‘

1. The 13th Company, 1034 Military Police Battalion, Republic of Korea Army,
is eited for exceptionally meritorious conduct in the performance of onistanding
services in support of combat operations in Koren during the peried 1 June to
1 December 1952, Working in close coordination with military pelice unifs of
the United States Army, this company simultancously conducted a strixigent
training program and carried out its mission of enforcing Tighth United States
Army policies in a superior manncr. Separated into small, widely digpersed
units, the company provided a high standard of military pelice protection in
four Korean citles and towns and effectively patrolled main supply routes lead-
ing to front-line areas. With resourcefulness, skill, and determination, the com-
pany’s personnel controlled refugees and stragglers, suppressed {llegal activi-
tles, investigated accidents, regulated traffic, and carried out a variety of similar
assignments, When heavy raing flooded the battlefront and caused heavy dam-
age, clements of the company skillfully handled the resulting congested traffic
and successfully protected a vital bridge over a wide and turbulent river, The
18th Company, 1038 Military Police Battalion, Republio of Koreg Army, dls-
played such ouistanding devotion to duty in the performance of exceptionally
difficult tagks as to set if apart from and above other units with slmilar missions.
The ability, diligence, and esprit de corps exhibited by the members of this com-
pany reflect great credit on themgelves and the military service of the Republic
of Korea.

2. The 26th Infantry Seout Doy Platoon is cited for exceptionally meritorious
conduct in the performance of outstanding services In direct support of combat
operations in Korea during the period 12 June 1951 to 13 January 1058, The
26th Infantry Scout Doy Platoon, Quring its service in Xorea, has participated
in hundreds of combat patrol actions by supporting the patrols with the gervices
of an expert scout dog handler and hig highly trained scout dog. = The members
of the 26th Imfantry Seout Deg Platoon, while participating in thege patrols,
were invariably located at the most vulnerable points in the patrol formation
In order that the special aptitudes of the trained dog could be most advants-
geously used to give warning of the presence of the enemy. The unbroken record
of falthful and gallant performance of these missions by the individual handlers
and their dogs in support of patrols has saved countless casualties through glv
ing early warning to the friendly patrol of threats to its secarity, The full
value of the services rendered by the 26th Infeniry Scout Doy Platoon 5 no-
Where better understood and more highly vecognized than smong the members
of the patrols with whom the scout dog handlers and thelr dogs have Opemteﬁf
When not committed to action, the soldlers of the 26th Infantry Scowt Dog Pl
toon have glven unfailing effort to further developing thelr personal skills ag
well as that of their dogs in order to better perform the rigorous dutles which'
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are required of them while on patrol. Throughout its long period of diffieult
and hazardous service, the 26tk Infaniry Scout Doy Platoon hag never failed
those with whom it served, has consisiently shown outstanding devotion to duty
in the performance of all of its other duiies, and has won on the battlefield &
degree of respect and admiration which has established it ag a unit of the great-
est importance to the Wighth United Stfates Army. The outstanding pexform-
ance of duty, proficiency, and esprit de corps invariably exhibited by the person-
nel of this platoon reflect the greatest credit on themselves and the military
service of the United Siates.

987th Ordnance Heavy dwutomotive Maintenance O’omﬁany,
are cited for exceptionally meritorious eonduct in the performance of outstand-
ing gervices in support of combat operations in Korea during the period 1 May
to 31 October 1062. The only organization of its kind in the combatb zone, this
battalion was charged with providing heavy maintenance support for all combat
and service units in the Bighth United States Army, Korea, Hxbibiting «ill-
gence, regourcefulness, and ability, the members of the battalion carried out their
demanding assignment suceessfully desplte inadequate suppliey and a severe
shoriage of key personnel, On numerous occasions, the battalion designed mod-
ifleations of existing equipment o increage combat potential and worked 24
hours a day to ingure the expeditious fabrieation and installation of such modl-
fieations on badly needed equipment and vehicles, Faced with formidable dif-
ficulties which prevented the rapid delivery of critical items to using units, the
battalion organized and operated its own trucking company. On one occasion,
it quickly formed and dispatched a convoy of 120 vehicles, which successlylly
replenished serioug depleted ammuuition stockplles in forward areas. Head-
auarters end Headgquarters Detachment, 80th Ordnance Battalion; 59th Ordnance
Group, and is attached units displayed such outstanding devotion to duty in-the
performance of exceptionally difficult tasks ay to set them apari from and above
other units, The esprit de corps and comstant determinaiion of purpose ex-

this company provided vehieular passenger transportation for four widely sep-
arated major subordinate commands of the Bighth United States Army, Korea,
Divided into separale platoons, the company employed, trained, and supervised
indigenous persomnel as drivers and mechanics, bringing about an unusually
lugh standard of operational efficiency, Despite crude facilities and. limited
Eqmpment maintenance personnel kept the company’s vehicles in excellent oper~
ating condition at all times, During this period, vehicles of the company traveled
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more than 2 million miles over rough and dangerous mountaln roads, contribit:
ing materially to the successful accomplishment of the transporiation”migsion
in Xorea. The 95th Transportation Cur Company dlsplayed such outstinding
devotion to duty in the performance of exceptionally difficult tasks nd tolset
it apart from and above other units with similar missions. The resourcefilnéss,
determination, and technical proficlency exhibited by the members of this
company reflect great credit on themselves and the milltary service of tlie’ Un!ted

8. Headquarters and Headguarters Company, 103d Milttary Police Batmuon,
Republic of Korea Army, is cited for exceptionally meritorious conduet in the
performnnce of outstanding services in support of combat operations in Kofea
during the period 1 June to 1 December 1952, This company overcamé
difficult obstsicles to provide superior administrative and logistical su
military policé companies throughout South Koven.  Idegpite adverse w )
conditions, members of the company traveled long distances to hiing about a
bigh standard of administiative efficlency. Faced with severe shortuges of
supplies, supply personnel nevertheless successfully equipped and furnished ra-
tions to the battalion’s widespread units, Working tirelessly, the_medieal goos
tion of the company conducted frequent inspectlons to bring about an unugially
high degree of health among the battalion's personnel., Headguartors and ‘B‘umff
quarters Company, 108d Military Police Battalion, Republic of Horca Army,
displayed such outstanding devotion to duty in the performance of exceptionally
diffienlt tnsks as to set it apart from and above other units with similar mlssions
The resourcefulness and esprit de corps exhibited by the members of thig cam:
pany reflect great credit on themselves and the military service of the Repiblic
of Xorea.

Republic of Koren Army maneuver caleulated to release vast areas in sotthérn
Korea from the control of well-organized guerrilla forces, In a series ¢f swft,
decisive actions, the guerrilla strongholds were destroyed, leaving only seatte
remnants of thelr once powerful force which were no longer a threat to géél iY
and were easily controlled by local police action. Throughout this metlicnlously
planned operation, the axtillery support provided by this battallon wasa gignif:
cant factor in the success achieved, Upon being assigned the task of supportmg

the members of the 1761l Armored Picld Artillery Battalion displayed thelr
extreme adaptability and singular technical skill by making it possible for the
corps to carry on it8 mission, fully nssured of the utmost in supmrt{ng fire.
In the opening phases of this assignment, the almost overwhelming obstaﬂes
imposed by the bitrriers of langunge and custom were Imet, annlyzed, and over
come by this battalion with a degree of effectiveness which inspired great's
fidence among the Republic of Korea Army units with which it served‘
addition to direct support, the personnel of thig battalion concurrently imparted
their technical gkills to their Korean contemporaries who were in the pro
of organizing their own fleld artillery battalions. Instruction books were tr: :
lated, countless ingenious visual instruction aids were employed, and valuable
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on-the-job training procedures were instituted and supervised by the personnel
of this battalion, not only in the firing and maintenance of aviillery pieces, but
also in the closely allied fields of signal communleations, photo interpretation,
vehicle riving and servicing, and the countless other details so essential to sue-
cessful operationy against the enemy. This fask of unprecedented magnitude
+was approached with skill and enthusiasm by the battalion’s personnel and cax-
ried out with such suceess that the Republle of Korea Army now operates its
own supporting artillery units with the nimost trust in the highly skilled tech-
niciang trained by this battalion, Whe 176tk Armored Field Artillery Batialion
displayed such outstanding devotion to duty in the performance of exceptionally
difficult tasks as to set it apart from and sbove other units having gimilax
migsions.  The versaiility, technical proficlency, and esprit de corps exhibited
by the members of thig battalion reflect the greatest credit on themselves and
the military service of the United Sintes.

- T. The 300%% drmored Field Ardillery Battalion 18 cited for exceptionally meri-
torious condnet in the performance of oulstanding services in support of combat
operations in Korea during ihe period 1 April to 80 November 1052, Operating
first in support of Task Force Paik, a Republic of Korea Army tactieal maneuver
designed to free large areas in southern Korea from the grip of powerful puer-
rilla forees, thiy battalion partleipated in n series of vigorous, decisive actions
which completely neutralized the collective fighting effectiveness of these groups.
The artillery support of the 300th Armored Field Artillery Bottalion was of vital
importance to the success of the operation, Subsequently, the membery of this
battalion exhibited determination of purpose and singular technieal skill in sup-
porting the IT Republic of Xorea Army Corps In bitter engapements against the
foe. Degpite the geemingly impossible problems regulting from language and
custom differences, the batialion earried out 1fs misslon with a’ degree of pro-
ficlency which instilled grent confidencé in every unit of the Republic of Kores
Army with which it worked.

Koren. Providing artillery support during 5 days of sustnined section, the bat-
talion's personnel funclioned with singular effectiveness, coniributing greatly
to the successful accomplishment of the exacting mission of the iask force,
Reagsigned to operate in support of the IT Republic of Kovea Army Corps as Hs
organic elements engaged in some of the bitterest campaigng in the Korean cons
flict, the vigorous and dependable actions of the battallon proved a constnnt gource
of renewed confidence to the individual Republie of Korea infaniryman ng he
advanced under the protective canopy of its acourate fire.

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- Pecember 1052. The only unit of its type in the combat zone, this company was
asgigned the mission of providing communications for the Joint Operations
Center, for G2 and G3 Air Divisions at army, corps, and division level; for ground
liaison teams at alrfields supporting ground troops, and for separate unity re-
quiring sueh communications. Despite a changing tactical situation and adverse
topographical and climatic conditions, {he company carried out its difficult agsign-
ment with the utmost efficiency. Working tirelessly, ity members obtained
significant technical daia by combat testing new types of radic and electronie
equipment. Despite the difficulties arising from operaling in the fleld, the come-
pany maintained its eguipment in a guperior manner at all times. The Signal
Adr-Liaison Oompany, 8075th Army Unil, digplayed such outstanding devotion
to duty in the performance of exceptionally difficult tasks as to earn the praise
of all having knowledge of its work. The outstanding technical proficiency and
yowavering determination of purpose exhibited by the members of this company
reflect great credit on themselves and the military service of the United Sfates,
