Ylnbilshcd ilsclf by extrnordlnnry heroism in the performnnce of eseeptlonnlly 
dlfflcult lnslcs in the vlctnky of Totnok-Tung, Korea. fn the predawn dnrkness 
ai 14 July 1053, the 1st  DaitnEfon, then in reserve, rcccived vord of n posslble 
enemy infiltmtlon on the reglmentnl left flnnlc. Immedlately, the unft moved 
tn nn nrc to the left sector of the dlvlslon area to investlgnte. Inking iip 
' ~s l t lons ,  the frlendly unit sent three pntrols on a probing mission. Contnct 
i ; th  'n hnge hosttle force wns reported immerllateIy. Although there mere no 
prcvleusly prepared defensive posltlons, the men of the battalion moved out 
along ridge filnes and prepared to  rdpiilse the swfitly ndvnnclng foe. Prom ex- 
*pose3 posftfons, they opened flre on mnflsefl of the chnrging enemy. A t  thl8 
\point, contnct wlth other frlendly eleinents In the nren wns broken. Fenrlng 
thnt unlts to tho north hnd been cut off nnd surrounded, the friendly troops, in 
a mperhly coordinntecl efl!ort, began to'swlng thelr ilefenslve line in n sweeping 
mancuver to protect tlietr hard-pressed comrndcs, As other friendly dements, 
then executlng n st rntedc wltltdrawnl to a new line of reslatnnce, pnssed down 
from the norlh behlnd tho lat  Batfation, this unit continued to bent bnclr repented 
aemy ns8nults. Allhoiigh thelr nmmunitlon was nll but exhausted, these ml- 
Jnnt troops held their ground in the fnce of henvy artillery and mortar flre 
an@ sopcnted nttuclcs by n numerlcnlly saperlor enemy. Tbrougliont tbls mn- 
neiiv9r, patrols wero constnntly moving out from the bnttnllon. The only in- 
forwqtlon ns to tho disposltlon of the enemy cnme from the l e t  BatlnZlon nnd, 
bnaed.upon tlils intolllgcncc, worlr began in an effort to orgnnlee th5 new de- 
Teneke line to thu httiillan's renr. Tlnie was essentfnl to the successful com- 
plfitlop of thle nctlan. Moving slowly bnck from hill to hil1, the troops o f  the 
l a #  Batlaltqn field the entire cnenly force wliile their eoinrnilcs consoltdnted. 
P i t h  only 8mnQll-nrm8 flrc, thoy contested every foot of thctr wltltdmwnl route to 
gntn time. Allliough thclr cnsnnltlcs were ~ L ' R V ~ ,  the losses suffcrcd by the 
hostllo troops wero tremendous. Ij'lnnlly, word mas received thnt the new line 
Of reslshnco hnd been formed, and the snrvlvors of the l e t  Battalion moved 
back nqtll they contfictod the mnln body of the frlendly force nnd took np de- 
genstvo position4 (0 help repulse the foe. Thruugh their selness nnd pnllant ef- 
forts, tile regiment tvns able t o  regroup nnd, despite the tremendous numerlcnt 
suneriorlty of! tbe enamy, hold the new line agnlnet repented onslnnghts. The 
extriordlunry Iyzolsm and unstlntlng devotlon to duty dlsplnyed by each mem- 
ber Of tho l e t  Bnttnllon, 0111.

Many of $hem died on tbe near bimk sna In 
the wnter, Those f u a  who miraculously rcnched the opposite shore ilulnolliatsly 
regrouped mid chnrgud tho objective. The ltosllle flre wns inlmse, biit the meu 
ol  the 3d Uompnitp continued nnd were soon engngcd in hand-to-hand combat 
Bnttllng flerccly, vnllnnt troops of the 88 Co?ngatty hit tbe foe again and WRin, 
Finally, af ter  bitter figbtlng, the cncsny wag dislodged and. me frlendly force 
took up poslllom on the hill, Tho foe launched repented e o ~ ~ ~ ~ ~ r ~ t ~ ~ k s ,  but thea 
were unable Lo throw bnck the men of tbe 3b ~ o ~ ~ ~ ~ ~ ~ ,  who stendf~tly held 
ngninst tho heavieat o d b ,  The plngnificwt flshttug sp ld t  aad uiiafnvcising d e  
votIon to duty  displayecl by tho members o f  this unit semycsd to aet @em disc 
tfndly apart from nnd above thelr contemporaries, The extraordtnary herolrun 
nnd matchless esprit de corps of the Sd Company, 1st ~ u ~ ~ ~ ~ ~ o ~ ,  10th Infantw 
Bcglntotit, 8th R@pulublic of Koroa Army l)&b(O?&, roflcct the greatest credit on 
itself nnd the BeDnblic of Korea Army.

8. The Sd Bai)tul&m, Elsf Rouintont, 81h Republic oj  Koroa Arm$ Dlcklon, 81r+ 
tiupliilahed Ilself by extraordlnnry herolsm in tho performanre of excepttonal7y 
dfficult tn&a i n  the vicbl ty  of Pyoru, Korea. In the eerly morning hours of 
;10 July 1853, /he Sd Baiialion was ordered to nssnult Rad aecure a vltnl terrain 
ienture wbtoh poaed n serloua threat to a wide sector of the friendly main ilne 
of resfstnnca. Moving forward, the attacking troops were mct by a heavy RI- 
tlllery barrnge. Despite enomy ebells hursthg nil about them, tho friendly troops 
advanced doggoilly until, roaching a predetermined line of depntture, tW 
charged. Moving directly Into the Intense flre pourlag dawn from tbe heavifi 
Iorttncd hoottle p ~ ~ ~ ~ n s ,  mnnp of the men fell, kit their cotnrndas puahed on 
untll they renched the enemy and closed in h n n d - ~ o - ~ ~ n d  cornbat. Battltng 
fiprcely, the gallant troopa of the Sd BaltaEfon inched thelr way townrd the crest 
of the objective, They had ~ l m o s t  reached It  when the enemy detonated a serte4 
of explosive chargee previously placed on the forwnrd slope of the hlll. The 
snddeu explosion forced the friendly troops to withdrnw a sbort dtstnace. After 
regrouplng, the men of the Sd Battalion chnrged ngnln with unabated spirit. 
Desplle thelr mngnttlcent efeort, they were forced bnck agnln, but 88 soon 
they gnthered tltelr etxengtli, they aurged forward. This attack left no doubt 
in the minds of the fw na to the relent lo^ determlnaUon of the friendly force 
and the hostile t r o o p  began to wenken, Seizing evcry advantage, the men of the 
$?a BattaUon renched the enemy, closed in close combat, nod took the obfectlte 
from n totally denrorn1ls;ed foe, Despite repeated couuterat~acks, the frlendly 
troops hela &e hill, time ellminatlng tl major tncticnl d l ~ ~ v n n t a ~ e .  The ex- 
trnordinary heroisiu a n d  completely 8elflcss devotion to duty displayed by tlte 
members of the  Sb BattaUan througiiout this bitter ~ ~ n ~ e ~ e n t  served to set 
them apnrt from and above other units.

enemy artillcry bombardment, Tilo barrage proved a preltide to a Puli-scale 
attack by a huge hOStilo forcc. The men o f  the  Yt l s  U 0 n t p a . f ~ ~  directed their 
@re fltopc\ver AgnlnSk the  foe. UeSPlte tho heavy Are poured into the Ivaves 
91" chnrllng enemy, thefr nuuibcrs Were so krent that they flowed about the  
ZriondIg defCnslVQ positions and soon snrPounded it. Xmmediately, the friendly 
traops formed a perimetor rlefcnse and proceeded to beet back the foe who 
were conver~ln~ from all directions. The c o m m ~ i n ~ c n t i o ~  link with their parent 
ualt was destropod, But they held thelr post. These heroic troops repeatedly 
ilrevo bnck the hcavicst hoetilo attncks. Inch time a lender fell, a new mnn 
lrtepped torwnrd to tnke hlrr pface nnd direct the defonse. Tho casnnltles suf- 
fered by the foe 'wcrc tremcndons, but they continued to charge, determlued 
to destroy tho smnll botly of fricndly troops. With cnemy dead clusterecl all 
about their Rosi~lons, t h e  s~zrvIvor~ off the 70% ~ o ~ ) ~ p u ~ ~ u  receiveit word that their 
cowragaoils stnnd had granted otbw elomcnts of tho division the necessary timo 
lo rqroag and form a new flcimsivc Hne.

Re- 
sponsible fop furnishing the Eighth Army aignnl ofncer and 6-2 with in fo rm-  
tfon pertaining to enemy signal capnbtllties ana equipment, the  team was nctive 
in collecting, evaluating, analyzing, and evncunting enemy signnl equipment; 
interrogating prisonma 01 war ; screonlng enemy documents ; and rendering 
assi&taacc and advice to other intelligence agencles on sigual matters. The only 
unit of its kina In Roren, tho team was called upon to perform s iyal  intelligence 
services in all flve corps arens of tlie Eighth Army. Although handicapped by a 
lack of trained personnel, tbe antstanding unity of purpose which motivated the 
team enabled i L  to fmc t ion  smoothly and efllcienkly in the face of any crisis and 
to ovcreomo even tho most formidable obstacles.
