The units competently collected, audited, and mnintnined per- 

inntionnl and equipment data from personnel sections, ndminis- 
s, and various units and prepared and submitted timely personnel 

and equipment reports to the Department of the Army, Headqunrters, Army 
Forces Far Enst, and local commanders. Although constantly hninpered by 
mnchine breakdowns, a lack of spare parts, and n shortage of trained men, 
the units operateit their equipment 24 hours a day, 7 days n meek, ~ncCe8Sfull~ 
meetlng all requirements. Assigned the task of compiting and publlshlng a 
large volume of personnel and statistical data  relative to the muster heId in 
mnnection with the Armistice, the unite performeit this imprtanf  misston 
fn n superior manner. The orgnnisatlons exhibited outstanding initiative in  
establishing and Conducting a training program for replacements and in con- 
tinuiag to carry on all operations and to meet all deadlines during a tactical 

,move. . The units displayed such outstanding devotion to duty in the perform- 
anee of exceptionally dif3cult tasks as to set them apart from and above other 
organhations with ~ imi la r  missions. The determination, ahillty, and esprit de 
corps exhibited by members of these units throughout this perioa reflect great

Ihe depot competently procured, stored, and Issued all medical snpplles requlred 
to wpport over 480,000 troops within the Eigbth United Stntes Army. Although 
h n p e r e d  by a rnpid turnover of personnel and other adverse conditions, the 
Wit &Ciently operated three advance supply points which stocked all essentinl 
medical supplies and expedited immediate reissue to forwnrd unlts as required 
by combat operations. The depot nlso performed fleld maintenance nnd snpr- 
vised organizational maintenance on nll medicnl service equipment, replaced and 
m a i r e d  spectacles. and operated a blood-distribution section which received, 
stored, and distributed whole blood to nil United States and United Katfons 
kJOP[i within the Eighth Army, In order to bnin selected Republic of Korea 
Arms personnel in all phases of medical. depot operations, the organization 
hitinted and conducted an outstanding medical supply trnining progrnm for 
selected officers and an 8-week medieal supply speciallst course for enlisted 
personnel. The 6th Army d6e:edicaI Depot displayed such oustanding devotion ta 
duty in the performance of exceptionally difftcult.tasks aa to set it apart from

The colupany coinpetently provided secarity for tho Gom- 
mandjng General and the  General Stnin; 7th Infantry Dlrision, and Bfilitary 
Police patrols for the 7th Infantry Division area, provided escorts rind established 
trn6Rc-coatpol pojnts to  Encilitate nll movements within the ctirision sector, 
painted and posted all rcgulntory tramc signs, and opernted the division stock- 
ade and prisoner of war enclosure. Although eonstnntly hampered by a shortage 
of assigned personnel, frequent; floods, and other ndverse wenther conditions, and 
the fluid combnt situation, the unit insured the constnnt flow of critically 
neecled supplies and equipment to front-line troops. The compnny opernted a n  
outstanding criminal Investigation section which probed into hundreds of 
crimes nnd returned to proper supply chtinnels almost $lOO,OOO worth of Gov- 
ernment equipment and over $5,000 in military payinent eertiBcates, I n  
nddltion, the orgnllizntion assumed the reslto~sibllity for effectively trnin- 
ing and instructing Ethiopian and Korean personnel who were utlli~ed in 
military police work in the division nrea.

and the Buid combat situation, the unit consistently issued vast qunnlllies of 
essential subsistence items, petroleum pxoctucls, and all types of clothing and 
equipment to front-line units. During a 3-dny tactical emergency in October, 50 
percent of the personnel were withdrawn from the unlt to serve ns infantrymen 
in bIocking positions supporting an infantry regiment contesting the enemy for 
eontrol o f  a vital outpost.

As the drst nnd onlp medical unit of its size and kind to be committed to an 
active thenter of war, the unit served ns n basic tacEicaI group for preventive 
medicine ftinctions in Koren and competently provided insect, rodent, and disease 
control for the Eigiitli United States Army. Although hampered by a shortage 
of prsonnel nnd equipment, the eompany operated continually t h o u g ~ o u ~  the 
combat zone nnd often effldently covered areas normally assigned to two such 
tmfts. When thousnnds o f  enemy troops were moved to new prisoner-of-war 
camps, the company immediately conducted &eetive insect- nnd rodent-control 
studies and constructed sanitary facilities which greatly minimized the dangers 
of eplilemics. In  addition, the unit: was instrumental in the development of a 
WW insecticide which controlled the typhus-sprending Korean lice and con- 
clucted experiments and Investigations which materially reduced the incidence 
of hemorrhagic fever.

Although hampered by a 
shortage of h t h  oBcers nnd enlisted men and a lack of, needed equipment and 
supplies, the unit successfully completed several vital projects, including the 
construction of tlie 25th Evacuation Ecospital, the Inchon Replacement Depot, 
and holding facilittes for 8,000 repntrinted prisoners of war nt Pongdung-Po, 
B'unctioning on n Ohours-a-day, Ways-n-weclc schedule, and often employing 
two Bhifts within ea& 24-hour period, the battalion efeectively coordinated the 
efforts o f  assigned personnel and nttached indigenous personnel in cnrrying out

Chnrged with actimting an 
engineer maintenance and supply group for  the first time under combat con- 
ditions and with supplying general engineer supply, parts supply, and mainte- 
nance supply to all units of the Eighth Army, the company performed its duties 
fn an outstanding mnnner, Slnce no xtnndnrd opernting procedure was available 
to serve a s  a basis of operations, the company found It necessnry to establish 
doctrine, policies, and procedures in setting up the activities assigned to the  
new engineer and suppty group. Paced by frequent losses of Bey personnel, an. 
aente shortage of erperienced and scfiool-trained technicians, and lack of  general 
engineer snpplies, the company still dlrected the operntions of 4 engineer Beld 
mnjntennnce compnnies, 2 engineer supply point companies, 1 engineer depat 
company, and 6 attached detachments. The company snceessfully carried oat 
fts many missions nlthough functioning with only 78 percent of its author:zed 
mnnpomer, Houdguwbers and Heudq%arters Compaflv, 45th .ZW@ncor Group 
(illahitenunco an@ St~ppZv), displayed sueh outstnnding devotian to auty in the  
performance of exceptionally difflcult tasks as to aet it apart from ant1 nbove 
othw units with similar missions; The resourcefulnesse, initiative, and ablllty 
exhibitecl by the members of this unit reflect great crcDit on thems~lvrs  and the 
militmy servlce of the United States. (ff mcraZ Orawe 881, Xcndquartera, 
Uigittlt.

Althongh constantly confronted by ohetacles caused by rugged 
terrain, inclement weather, and frequent enemy flre, the bnnd provlcleg enter- 
tainment for a total of 288,906 persons, In addition to furnfshing music for  
various dirisianal unit functions and many hospital programs, the band traveIed 
great distances to plny before front-line troops and otten put in t-18 many as seven 
nppenrnnces i n  the course of 1 day. Despite the discomforts of estemely cold 
weather and the COnSt€kpt dnnger of  frostbite, the band continued to operate in 
the middle of vvlnter, even though the drum and bugle corps of the orgtinimtion 
frequently carried the entire burDen when other musical instruments froze up. 
In providing music for military ceremonies and variety sbows nnd in presenting 
popular inusic concerts, the .Itand often played before as many as twenty thou- 
mnd persons a t  one time.

Mnng 
cornDlex abstncles, including the fnct t in t  the 24 units mere sprend throughout 
tlm battle zone, the extreme climntic condltfons, nnd n rnpicl turnorer of per- 
sonnel, k e r e  oVercomR by members of the  detnchments tiiraugh fnl tintlve, untir- 
ing dev6tion to duty, and coopcrntive effort. In ndilllion to thelr prlmnry mla- 
'aion, the detnchnienh~ successfully nccepted the task of provlding most of the 
anibulniice service f o r  prisoners of wnr repntrlnted in Operntion Little Switch 
f rom the tinie of their initinl return until their trnnsport by nir to Japnn. Dur- 
ing the period clted the detachments had no nbsences without lenre nnd no 
convletions by courts-mnrtinl.

Charged 
with performing third and fourth echelon maintenance on all field artillery 
searchlights in  the S Corps area, the detachment conslnnlly carried out Its tasks 
in a superior manner, thereby enabling various artillery units to eEectively ac- 
complish their missions. The detachment also requfsitionecl and stocked spare 
parts required for maintenance activitles, trained equipment operators anQ 
nrghnizntional mechanics in maintenance, and improvised sgnre parts for neld 
maintenance at equipment breakdown sites, Although often harnased by enemy 
fire and hampered by darkness, rugged terrain, and adverse wcather, the members 
of the detachment consistently diriplayed exceptional technical skill nnd dogged 
determination in successfully lierformtng their duties, Through their diligent 
efforts in perforniing repairs on searchlights at tlie site of the brealrdown at any 
time of. the day or night, detachment personnel contributed materlnlly to the 
combat effectiveness of the artillery units and to tho entire United Nations effort 
The BOtli BngWer 8aarohRuht iKaintc#anoe Detackmont displayed such outstnnd- 
ing devotion t o  duty as to set i t  apart from and above other units wltli similar 
missions.

perston of attached nnitfi over a wide area, the battalion &ciently concluded 
all tasks on schedule. Among tlie major accom~Jlishnient~ of the unit were the 
CO~StrUCtiOn of several major bridges, includiag the Qridley bridge, the largest 
in Korea, and the conipletion of the hemorrhagic-fever hospltnl, which included 
facilities for the only hemorrhagic-fevcr research center in the world.
