




Mfnl~ters. Upon his  return  to the United  States, Ire intro- 
duced the Marshall Plan for  aiding muropean nations. The 
Mnrshall Plan was later omcially entitled  the  Foreign Assist- 
ance Act of 1848 when f t  w a ~  pass& by Oongress on 3 A’prU 
1048. While  serving as Secretnry of State, he also  attended 
the  Inter-American  Uonference f o r  Maintenance of Con- 
tinentnl  Peace  and  Security  in  Brazil  during August and 
Scptember 194‘7 ; the General Assembly of the  United  Nations 
at  New Pork  City,  September-November 1047; the Council 
of Foreign  Ministers at London; England, Novcmber- 
December 1947; the Ninth  Iuternntional Conference of 
American States a t  Bogota, Colombia, March-April 1948; 
and the  General Aflsembly of the United Nntiom at Paris, 
France,  September-November 1948. H e  resigned ns Secre- 
tary of State in 1949. He was restored to the nctive Iist of 
the Army in the  grade of  Qenernl of the Army on 1 March 
1949 with rank from 10 December 1944. 

General MAXSHALL was  Presldent of the Amerfcnn  Red 
Oross for  the period 194950. He has  been a member of the 
American Battle  Monuments Colnlnlssion shce 11 October 
1946 and  has served ns Chnirmnn of the Commission since. 
20 Janunry 1949. On 21 September 1960, shortly niter the 
initial  combat  activities in Korea,  General MAREHALL was 
nppointed Secretary of Defense.  During his tenure  he was 
able to implemeut NATO for which he  had laid the  ground- 
work ns Secretnry of State.  He resigned  from  this Position 
on 12 September  1961 to  return  to  private llfe. In June 
1053, be wns Chalrmnn of the  United  Stntee  Delegation to  
the Coronntion of Queen Blliznbeth 11 of England. 

In appreciation of his outstanding  services as Ohlef of 
Stnff during World War 11, the Oongress of the  United 
States  tendered  General MAIZ~HALL its formal gratitude and 
thnnks. Ile  was the first  professional  soldier  ever  awarded 
the Nobel Pence Prize which be received in 1953 for his 
Marshall Plan. He was awarded  the  Ohnrlemagne Prize in 
December 1968, bestowed by  the City of Aachen,  Germnny, 
f o r  outstanding  achievements In the  realm of Elmopean 
uniflcation. He also was nmnrded the  Distinguished  Service 
nfedal with one Onb-leaf Cluster,  nnd the f3ilver Star. He 
was granted 16 honornry degrees by universities and col- 
leges throughout  the wopld. In addition,  he received the 
following foreim  decoratlons:  Brnzilinn Order of Mllitary 
Merit, Grade of Grand Officer; Brazilian  Order of Military 
Merit,  Degree of Grand UPOSS; British b i g h t  Grand Cross, 
Order of the  Bnth (Military Division) ; Chilean Order of 
Merit, Grand Cross; Colombian Grand Cross of the Order of 
Boyaco; Cubnn Order of Military Merlt, First Olass, with 
White Badge;  Ecuadoran  Star of Abdon Calderon, First  
Class; French Legion Of Honor,  Degree of  Grand Clroix ; 
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
